Agriculture Revolution:
· The Agriculture Revolution began in England as result of an increase in population and the Continental System implemented by Napoleon Bonaparte.
· The Agriculture Revolution was a time period in which discovery of new crops, farming techniques changed, and the development of new machinery increased the production of crops.
· Subsistence farming is when farmers only grow enough food for their families.
· Farming moved from subsistence farming to commercial farming.

· Enclosure Movement, wealthy landlords fenced off the common lands, resulted in peasants being displaced and many moving to the city.
· Crop rotation: the practice of alternating the type of crop grown in one field to another field from one year to the next.

· Crop Rotation improved farming production by stopping the practice of leaving a field fallow (or empty to regain the soils fertility) and therefore using farm land more efficiently. 

· Improvements in agriculture production led to an increase in population.

· Higher population results in a larger labor force.

Industrial Revolution:

· Cottage Industry was the manufacturing of textiles in people’s homes.
· Cottage industry is an early form of capitalism and developed as a result of peasants needing additional income.  Peasants could work their own hours.
· Merchants grew wealthy as a result of the cottage industry.

· Increase in demand and development of larger machines, led to the factory system replacing the cottage industry.

· The factory system brought together machines, labor (workers) and raw materials under one roof in order to mass produce specific products.
· Early factories relied on horses, oxen and water as the main source of power.
· The Industrial Revolution was a change from making goods by hand to making them by machines.

· Industrialization encouraged many people to migrate to the cities, which led to an increase in urbanization (the growth of cities).
· The Industrial Revolution began in Great Britain.
· Cities began to segregate based on social classes.

· The three main social classes included the working class, middle class and the upper class.

· Working conditions of Factory workers included long hours, low pay and unhealthy working environments. 
· Improvements in technology improved upon the speed and quality of production.
· James Watt’s development of the steam engine allowed steam power to become the primary source of power and allowed factories to be built anywhere.  
· Technological advancements in mass production, transportation and communication caused a significant change in the way people lived.

· Child labor began as a way for Factory owners to decrease wages by paying children less than an adult.

· Child labor provided families with additional needed income.

· Government reforms such as the Althorp Act (1833) and Public Health Act (1875) helped resolve the issues of urbanization.
· Development of modern inventions

Edison: Light Bulb

· Capitalism:  economic system that includes private ownership, free enterprise and personal profits.

· Adam Smith introduces the idea of Capitalism in his book Wealth of Nations (1776).

· Communism is an economic system in which all means of production are owned by the people, private property doesn’t exist, and all goods and services are shared equally.  

· Karl Marx and Friedrich Engel introduce the idea of communism in their book Communist Manifesto (1848).

· Socialism: government owns all industries and runs them for the benefit of all people.
Imperialism:

· Imperialism takes place when countries establish colonies and build empires.
· Establishing colonies allowed industrial countries to obtain raw materials needed for manufacturing.

· Raw materials are natural resources such as cotton, lumber or wools that can be made into a useful product.

· Mercantilism:  an economic system where a parent country takes raw materials from its colonies and then sells a finished product back to the colony.
· The purpose of mercantilism is to allow an imperial country to gain wealthy from their colonies.

· Imperial motives included obtaining wealth (economic), gaining power by expanding territory (political), spreading Christianity (religious), explore unknown lands (exploratory), and the belief that Europeans were superior to other races (ideological).
· African and Asian countries were primary locations for imperialism.

· Technological advances, such as guns and other weapons, allowed Imperial countries to take over other countries.

· Competition for colonies between major European industrial powers, including England and France, created a “Scramble” for colonies in Africa.
· Discovery of Gold and Diamonds increased colonization in Africa.

· Spheres of influence:  areas in which trade and other businesses are controlled by foreign powers.

· The “Open door policy”, created by the United States, proposed that all nations have an equal opportunity to trade freely in China.

· The Suez Canal, which connected the Mediterranean Sea and Red Sea, allowed for faster trade between Europe and Asia.
· Protectorates: a country under the control and protection of a larger, stronger nation (but not a possession of a stronger state).
· Civil disobedience is a refusal to obey certain laws in a nonviolent way in order to protest against the government and its policies.
· Gandhi used civil disobedience when fighting for civil rights in South Africa and India’s independence from Great Britain.
Nationalism:
· Nationalism is the strong feeling of pride, devotion and loyalty towards one’s nation.
· Nationalism brought about competition and conflict.

· Nationalism caused some ethnic groups to demand/fight for independence from larger imperialist powers. Nationalism had both a unifying and separatists effect depending on the ethnic diversity in a country.
